AIT American Center Director Alys Spensley
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Alys Spensley began her tenure as the Cultural Affairs Officer in the Public Diplomacy Section of the American Institute in Taiwan (AIT) in July 2014.  Ms. Spensley concurrently serves as Director of AIT's American Center, responsible for strengthening educational and cultural ties between the United States and Taiwan.

Ms. Spensley joined the Foreign Service in 2004.  Most recently, she served in the Bureau of East Asian and Pacific Affairs as a Staff Assistant and as the Policy and Coordination Officer in the Office of Public Diplomacy (2011-2013).  Her first posting was at the U.S. Embassy in Kathmandu, Nepal (2005-2007) and she also served as the Cultural Affairs Officer and the 2010 Expo Liaison Officer in Shanghai (2008-2011).  Prior to becoming a Foreign Service Officer, Ms. Spensley worked as a financial analyst in New York City and, before that, conducted field research as a Fulbright grantee in Yunnan Province.  

Ms. Spensley was born and raised in Minneapolis, Minnesota.  She holds a Bachelor of Arts degree in International Studies from Kenyon College and speaks Nepali and Mandarin Chinese.  Her husband, Andrew Lebkuecher, is also a Foreign Service Officer.  They have two daughters.  
Collette Lee 
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Collette Lee is an English Language Fellow for the US State Department. The ELF Program places American ESL and EFL professionals in over eighty countries worldwide for ten month fellowships to live and work closely with local teachers, students, and educational professionals to improve English language teaching and learning in that area.

She obtained her Bachelor of Arts from the University of Illinois in 2007 and a Masters in Elementary Education from Roosevelt University in 2009. Over the past six years she has taught English in the US, South Korea, Ecuador and the Philippines for a broad spectrum of learners in both public and private settings. Last year she spent a ten month fellowship with the College of Teacher Education at Aklan State University in Banga, Philippines, teaching classes for pre-service elementary and secondary teachers. This year as a returning fellow, she is teaching in-service teachers at the Graduate School of the University of Santo Tomas in Manila.

Whitney Mirts (U.S. Department of State)
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English has become a unifying language throughout the world for cultural expression, education, and commerce.  It is no longer only used for cultural exchange with native speaking English countries, but has become a gateway to cultural exchange with the world.  In many countries, it is the language of instruction for all content areas and a tool for economic mobility.  The Regional English Language Office at the U.S. Department of State offers free programs, materials, and resources to enhance English language teaching and learning throughout the world.  There are five Regional English Language Officers (RELOs) managing this portfolio assigned to the East Asia Pacific region; located at U.S. Embassies in Jakarta, Bangkok, Hanoi, Beijing, and Manila.  The RELO at the U.S. Embassy in Manila, Ms. Whitney Mirts, will discuss the many ways her office seeks to support English teachers with professional development programs and classroom materials.  She will begin by highlighting teachers in the region currently utilizing these resources and then take an in depth look at best practices and adaptation to each classroom context.  The English Language Office’s “American English” programs, resources, and materials are centered around a community of teachers worldwide.  Ms. Mirts will explore the many ways the community comes together online through Facebook pages and the AmericanEnglish.State.Gov website to exchange ideas.  She will specifically emphasize the importance of reflective teaching and peer observation and feedback.  The English Language Office has established itself as a reliable source of teacher support through an online hub for collaboration, unique professional development opportunities, and supplemental classroom resources.
